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Mária Kleofášova – 9. apríl  

Sv. Mária Kleofášova (Kleopasova) je biblická 
osobnosť, ktorú spomínajú všetky evanjeliá v 
správe o Ježišovom ukrižovaní a 
zmŕtvychvstaní.  
 
Evanjelista Matúš hovorí, že na ukrižovanie „sa 
pozerali mnohé ženy, ktoré sprevádzali Ježiša z 
Galiley a posluhovali mu. 
Medzi nimi bola Mária Magda-
léna, Mária, Jakubova a 
Jozefova matka, a matka Zebe-
dejových synov“, teda Salome. 
(Por. Mt 27,55n) Evanjelista 
ďalej uvádza, že pri Ježišovom 
pohrebe bola Mária Magdaléna 
a iná Mária. Tie isté dve Márie 
spomína pri Ježišovom hrobe v 
nedeľu ráno. Tá iná Mária bola 
práve matka Jakuba a Jozefa 
(písané aj Jozesa), ktorých 
evanjelisti označujú za Ježišových „bratov“.  
 
Podobne evanjelista Marek: „Zobďaleč sa 
pozerali aj ženy. Medzi nimi Mária Magdaléna, 
Mária, matka Jakuba Mladšieho a Jozesa, i Sa-
lome…“ (Mk 15,40) On takisto spomína Máriu 
Magdalénu a Máriu Jozesovu pri Ježišovom 
pohrebe a v nedeľu pri prázdnom hrobe, kde 
Máriu Jozesovu nazýva Mária Jakubova a pri-
pája k nim Salome, matku Zebedejovcov.  
 
Evanjelista Lukáš v správe o ukrižovaní hovorí 
iba o ženách, ktoré ho sprevádzali z Galiley 
(por. Lk 23,49.55). Pri správe o nedeľnej náv-
števe prázdneho hrobu uvádza mená Mária 

Magdaléna, Jana a Mária Jakubova (24,10).  
 
Troch predchádzajúcich dopĺňa evanjelista Ján, 
keď hovorí: „Pri Ježišovom kríži stála jeho mat-
ka, sestra jeho matky, Mária Kleopasova, a 
Mária Magdaléna“ (Jn 19,25). Teda Mária, mat-
ka Jakubova a Jozefova (Jozesova), sa tu 

nazýva Mária Kleopasova 
(Kleofášova) podľa mena jej 
muža. Okrem toho je prakticky 
isté, že sa na ňu vzťahuje vsu-
vka „sestra jeho matky“.  
 
Potom je pochopiteľné, že syn-
ovia tejto Márie, ktorá mohla 
byť sesternicou alebo švagrinou 
Ježišovej matky, sa nazývajú 
Ježišovi „bratia“, lebo takto sa v 
semitskom svete označovali 
rozličné stupne príbuzenstva. 

Či bol Máriiným mužom emauzský učeník 
Kleofáš, ktorého spomína evanjelista Lukáš (Lk 
24,18), nie je isté. Naopak, je to málo prav-
depodobné, lebo Mária Kleofášova prišla z Gal-
iley, kde bola príbuznou dvoch najväčších Gali-
lejčanov – Ježiša a jeho matky Márie.  
 
Na potvrdenie svätosti sv. Márie Kleofášovej 
nie sú potrebné legendy, aké uvádzajú niektoré 
životopisy. Stačí svedectvo všetkých štyroch 
evanjelií, podľa ktorého verne sprevádzala 
Pána Ježiša a slúžila mu. Neopustila ho ani pri 
násilnej smrti a bola svedkyňou jeho 
zmŕtvychvstania.

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Day of Popularity  

Imagine the scene: You are there standing in the crowds, 

in the center of Jerusalem, shouting. The excitement is 

building, you don’t remember the last time you’ve been 

this excited. This is maybe the biggest event you have 

participated in, not because of the size, but because of 

who is present. You’ve heard about this man, who some 

call a Prophet, or teacher, and even others call him 

Master. He’s been famous for making the religious 

authorities mad, healing the sick, lame, and demon-

possessed, and befriending tax collectors, adulterers, and 

outcasts. The crowds get to finally 

see him, riding into Jerusalem at 

the commencement of one of the 

most important times of the year: 

Passover. Imagine the excitement 

and wonder if you were to witness 

this event in person. 

 

The King of Humility  

Passover was a time when Jerusalem would have been 

bustling with people. They came together for a significant 

reason: to celebrate and remember, with a feast, when 

God had rescued their ancestors from slavery in Egypt. 

Jesus came into the city at this time, as he was 

inaugurating a greater exodus than the one from Egypt. 

What kind of King comes riding on a donkey? Only 

Jesus, by God’s plan, would come this way. The humility 

of Jesus is on full display here. But is this what the crowd 

is expecting? Hardly. 

 

The King of Popularity  

“Hosanna!” could be heard throughout the streets. 

Hosanna tells us a lot about the desire of the crowd. The 

word means something like, “Please save us!” or “God, 

save!” For many in the crowds, salvation was political. 

Jerusalem was under Roman control, so it was certainly 

easy for the Jews to want and expect Jesus to be a 

political liberator. They didn’t realize that he came to save 

them from their sin, not from their political oppressor. 

Jesus was popular on this day because the people thought 

he was coming to do something to make their lives better. 

They wanted to be free from the Romans!  

 

The King of our Hearts 

The people were trying to make Jesus into someone he 

was not. We do the same thing. We constantly try to make 

Jesus into an image of our own desires. You want a God 

who will give you a healthy, safe, comfortable life, with a 

good job, money, three kids, a dog, and a white picket 

fence. Do you find yourself getting frustrated when life 

isn’t going as easy and leisurely as you think it should? 

There’s a third kind of savior people commonly look for: 

a get-me-out-of-hell, but don’t change my life kind of 

savior. We just want Jesus to save us from hell but leave 

our lives unchanged because we don’t want to give up 

anything. We want the benefits 

from God without actually wanting 

God himself. The problem with all 

three of these “saviors” is that they 

don’t exist. They don’t save. 

Palm Sunday begs us to do some 

serious heart searching because 

there is only one, true Savior. Jesus 

is King, and he isn’t just king over 

one area of our lives. He must be 

king over all. We must surrender every area of our lives to 

his Lordship—our work, school, sexual lives, 

relationships, home and family, free time, hobbies, and 

possessions. 

Is Jesus the king in your life? Are you looking to this 

Savior to save you from all your sin and change every 

area of your life? Jesus is the king that ascended into 

Jerusalem on a donkey, but who didn’t stop there. He 

journeyed through trials with the Jewish and Roman 

authorities. His skin was torn off his body while he was 

whipped. His hands and feet were nailed to a cross. While 

the physical torment was terrible, the spiritual torment 

was worse. He bore our sins and God’s consequent wrath 

for every one of our sins.  Three days later, he rose from 

the dead. That’s the only kind of true Savior that there is: 

one who died in our place. By his grace, He died as a 

substitute in order to bring us back to God. He has now 

ascended into heaven where he sits eternally on the throne 

of the universe.   

So, I ask you, what kind of Savior are you looking for? 

Question for Reflection: How do you plan to prepare your 

heart for Easter and use the focus to repent of sin, grow in 

godliness, and deepen your worship of King Jesus?

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Passion of Christ    

Today, in the universal Catholic Church, we rise dur-

ing Mass to hear a full reading of the Passion of 

Christ. What is our disposition today, having spent 

nearly 40 days praying, fasting, and doing acts of 

generosity? Most of us start Lent with some sense of 

seriousness about our relationship with God. We 

welcome a whole season in which we seek to know 

and love Him better. Is that 

happening? Are the results 

mixed? 

For many of us, Lent be-

comes a time to face our-

selves. Sometimes we dis-

cover that our resolve never 

quite bears fruit. We can 

surprise ourselves when we 

notice our laziness, distractibility, or superficiality. 

The disciplines that seemed so promising at the out-

set “This will be a spiritual Lent for me!”—get a lit-

tle burdensome, a little inconvenient, too easily for-

gotten. The contrast in us between our desire for God 

and our love of ourselves can, in a penitential season, 

become sharp. When this happens, we should not 

despair. On the contrary, we should recognize that 

this is precisely what Lent is meant to teach us—we 

need a Savior! We are in way over our heads. 

The public reading of the Passion story on Palm Sun-

day is the Church’s first call to us to concentrate, to 

listen carefully to what is about to unfold in Holy 

Week. It is a long story, full of drama. It is meant to 

lift us up out of our sober (and often disheartening) 

Lenten self-reflection and help us focus on the reme-

dy for all the troubling contrasts within us. 

 

Life is full of contrasts. This story, being completely 

human, is as well. However, Jesus brought the Di-

vine into the human story. He shows this by predict-

ing the future several 

times throughout the Gos-

pel account (the re-telling 

of the story of the anoint-

ing, the room that will be 

prepared for the Passover, 

Judas’ betrayal, the Bridal 

Feast of heaven, the scat-

tering of the apostles, Pe-

ter’s denial). Yet it is the 

centerpiece of this drama that explains what we most 

need to know today: what Jesus is about to under-

go—suffering and death—He does for us, to forgive 

and heal all our contrasts, all our waffling between 

light and shadow. Knowing all our failures, He gives 

to us His Body and Blood, sealing us into an eternal 

covenant with the One toward Whom we always 

strain but, left to ourselves, usually fail. 

The mercy of God is made perfect within human un-

steadiness. Jesus entered this world of lights and 

shadows and conquered it—for us. 

 Lord Jesus, help me keep my eyes on You as I make 

my way through Holy Week.
